Meeting Minutes October 10, 2018

A. The meeting was called to order at 4:10 pm; A quorum was present. Co-chair Carol Adams welcomed commissioners, staff and guests.
B. Visitor’s Remarks – None
C. Minutes – DJ Pierre made a motion, seconded by Molly Davies, to approve the minutes of the meeting of September 2018 as presented. The motion was approved.
D. MCI Terminal Project – Pat Klein, Director, Aviation and Ben Bunge
1. Using a powerpoint presentation, Mr. Klein reviewed the status of the terminal replacement project plan.
2. There are historic preservation issues with the existing building which was designed by Kivett & Meyers using the brutalistic architectural style of the 1960’s-1970’s (use of heavy, no frills, open concrete).

3. An environmental assessment is in progress

4. There has been lots of public involvement in planning.

5. Airlines have agreed to move to all electric vehicles within about two years following the building being placed in service.

6. Planning includes pedestrian trails, alternative transportation options; water use controls; low-VOC materials, and focus on locally sourced materials.

7. Not yet sure about onsite power generation with renewables
8. Have hired DRAW Architecture as the local part of the architecture team which will focus on sustainability issues.

9. Have four electric buses (blue shuttles to remote parking) currently in operation with four more to be ordered.

10. Do not yet have a waste reduction goal for operations but are keeping the Climate Protection Plan goal in mind. This will be mostly recycled concrete.

11. Willing to talk with potential vendors about growing food onsite – as part of the existing farming operation. Is willing to look into the use of kernza grain (deep root) from the Land Institute in Salina Kansas. Staff provided a contact name. It was noted that grains from kernza are used to produce both bread and beer. Kernza beer is currently only available in Seattle.
12. Will install native landscaping

13. Expect to have 100 to 350 EVSE locations (electric vehicle supply equipment or charging stations) in parking facilities including with valet parking.
14. There were questions with regard to public education for, as examples, historic involvement of native americans and the Civil War

15. Will have redundant power supply for resiliency

16. Focus on energy efficient lighting options including lots of daylighting and optimized lighting systems

17. Winter heating source planned to be natural gas; Have not yet considered renewable energy other than ruling out ground source due to extreme expense.

18. Expect to have contracts in place by the end of November 2018.

1. Focusing on 100% renewable energy for the City of KCMO

2. Looking at a 5-10 MW solar farm

3. Willing to place solar array(s) on airport property … but it would not feed the airport.

4. KCP&L staff has permission to spend $4 million on solar
E. OEQ Report – Dennis Murphey
1. Dennis will make a presentation about the 2017 GHG Inventory Update at the next CPSC meeting (see G-3 below); He provided a very brief update indicating citywide emissions reduction approximately 21% and municipal emissions reduction approximately 40%. Both are compared to the baseline year of 2000 and targets of 30% reduction by 2020 respectively.

2. KCP&L is expecting to be able to provide 100% renewable source for electricity which will have a major impact; KCP&L will offer 100% renewable source to other large customers as well.

3. The 5-Year Business Plan has a separate target for climate resiliency.

4. Greenability published a good article about the 2017 update and respective achievements. There will be an article in US Energy News as well.
5. Molly Davies and Scott Klamm are convening the newly formed Volker Energy Hub which is focused on research campuses south of Brush Creek.
F. Liaison Updates

1. Air Quality Forum – Carol Adams – There was no meeting last month. Amanda Graor has been promoted to lead the MARC innovations section; she will stay involved in AQ. MARC is staring its 2050 transportation planning process; their website has good data and revealing maps re: options for investments. The next AQ Forum meeting is January 17, 2019.

6. Housing Policy Task Force – DJ Pierre – Would like to get a letter from EMC supporting energy efficiency and sustainability in housing as part of the new housing policy. Dennis Murphey noted there are seven ordinances in process focused on housing and affordable housing. DJ volunteered to help Carol Adams draft a letter on behalf of the EMC.
