A. The meeting was called to order at 4:10 pm; A quorum was present. Co-chair Carol Adams welcomed commissioners, staff.
B. Visitor’s Remarks – Jerry Shechter noted Gloria Fisher was not in attendance because Westside Housing is celebrating its 45th anniversary this evening.
C. Minutes – Molly Davies made a motion, seconded by Julie Koppen, to approve the minutes of the meetings of July 2018 and August 2018 as presented. The motion was approved. The Chair thanked Julie Koppen, Molly Davies and Scott Klamm for their work on the Environmental Achievement Awards.
D. Greenhouse Gas (GHG) Inventory Update – Dennis Murphey
1. A draft of the report on results of the inventory is in process. 

2. It is expected that data will show citywide emissions reduction totaling about 20% and emissions reductions for KCMO municipal operations that meet or exceed our 2020 goal. A major reason for both sets of reductions is the cleaner fuel mix of KCP&L.

3. It may be appropriate now for the Climate Protection Steering Committee (CPSC) to revisit these goals.

E. EMC Letterhead revision – Carol Adams
The Chair proposed a change to the EMC letterhead to match the newly adopted ordinance and which goes to the originating resolution – See the suggestion in agenda item E. Robin Martinez made a motion, seconded by Scott Klamm to adopt the new text. The motion passed.
F. OEQ Report – Dennis Murphey
1. Appointments to the EMC – 

a. Michael Kelley has submitted an application which is in the approval process.

b. Four of the current commissioners have not been re-appointed mostly by request – Jack Schrimsher, Emily Truebner, Jim Hansen and Seft Hunter. 
2. Tree Removal/Replacement administrative regulation is in process in a Policy & Regulations Green Team work group. The work group includes representatives from OEQ, Parks & Recreation, KC Water, Public Works and Performance Management. When the drafting has been completed, it will be shared with the EMC.
3. The proposal for a 5-10 MW community solar project is moving ahead. KCP&L is meeting with the Public Service Commission tomorrow. The project requires about 22 acres of land per 5 MW. The site proposed is highly visible from I—435 near the football/baseball stadia. There will be an education component to the project.

4. The City was contacted by representatives of a non-profit called the New American Road trip. On 9.21.18, electric vehicles on a cross-country road trip will be in KC. The objectives are to highlight the women’s climate leadership and key locations for such a trip which are not on the east or west coasts.

5. The Tree Champions group continues to meet with the next meeting being 9.28.18. Various sub—groups will provide updating reports. One goal is to make a presentation to the KCMO City Council at the Business Session on 11.15.18.

6. Sherri Lynn Lewis, an Administrative Assistant with OEQ for 12 years, and City employee for 27.5 years, will retire 10.1.18.
7. Parks Director Mark McHenry will retire at the end of 2018 after 44 years with the City.

G. EMC Planning – Assignments & Next Steps – Carol Adams

The Chair proposed development of a document focused on concerns that are forward looking and that feed into both EMC annual report to the City and to the City’s 5-Year Business Plan. See attached for suggestions for questions and stakeholders. Commissioners were asked to think about and submit to the Chair input so a matrix can be built. There was general discussion about the proposal; A suggestion was to identify both partners and stakeholders; Another is to get case studies/examples to show to elected officials and others.

1. Air Quality Forum – Carol Adams – MARC is working on a regional green infrastructure matrix. The next meeting, on 9.26.18, will be a charrette.

6. Housing Policy Task Force – DJ Pierre – The Housing Task Force has completed its work; a draft was discussed today with the City Council Housing Committee. Many of the EMC concerns are addressed in the draft. The Urban Neighborhood Initiative (UNI) contributed a substantial document of recommendations focused on affordable housing developed over the summer by its own task force.
7. Jensen Adams has been appointed to the Solid Waste Management District. THE SWMD will be added to the EMC set of liaisons.
