Meeting Minutes February 13, 2019

A. The meeting was called to order at 4:05 pm; A quorum was present. Co-chair Carol Adams welcomed commissioners, staff and guests.
B. Visitor’s Opening Remarks – None.

C. Minutes – Nathan Madden made a motion, seconded by Michael Kelley, to approve, as written, the minutes of the meeting of January 2019. The motion passed.
D. Liaison Updates
1. Air Quality Forum – Carol Adams & Dennis Murphey

a. Green Infrastructure Framework is a great document; geo-based data; addresses the built environment including parks and trails; Is a decision making tool.

b. Drafting a letter to the State of Missouri with regard to recovering road construction funds from alternative fuel vehicles by increasing registration fees – a problem from environmental perspective. This is a complicated issue: gasoline taxes are easy to collect but there are decisions with regard to how to levy and how to allocate resources; Using vehicle miles traveled (VMT) as a way to levy taxes is a problem in rural areas. 
2. Regional Transportation 2050 Plan – very comprehensive document; includes Smart-Moves
3. LEED – No report 
4. Housing Policy Task Force – No report
5. Education – Jensen Adams – Need to better involve school districts in the transportation plan.
6. Solid Waste Management District – Jensen Adams – Management Council meeting scheduled for February 20, 2019.
7. MARC Sustainable Policy Committee – Michael Kelley – Bike plan meetings are scheduled for public input.
8. Climate Protection Steering Committee (CPSC) -  Dennis Murphey reported that the next CPSC meeting is scheduled for Friday, March 1, 2019 at 3:30 pm. A copy of the proposed agenda was distributed.
9. Volker Energy Hub –Molly Davies – Members of the Hub are still meeting which include UMKC, Rockhurst University, Stowers Institute, MRI Global and Veolia. 

E. OEQ Report – Dennis Murphey
1. Resolution #181000 – The Resolution will be heard in Council on March 6, 2019 in the Finance & Governance Committee. Specific actions and times include: (a) Obtaining 100% of the City’s electrical energy from renewable sources; (b) ENERGY STAR® rating for 90% of the city buildings at or over 25,000 square feet by 2023; (c) electric vehicle (EV) procurement initiative ensuring all new vehicles are EV by 2025; (d) procurement of solar power from a community solar facility by KCP&L; Discussion of the community solar program approved by the Public Service Commission for KCP&L; KCP&L needs 90% subscription rate, including residential, to meet the required threshold for contracting for construction up to 5 MW facility.
2. Direct Renewables – KCP&L has approval to negotiate with its largest customers for a facility up to 200 MW in wind energy; KCMO is already in discussion with KCP&L. If the City signs on, KCP&L can move ahead to secure a developer. Jensen Adams made a motion, seconded by Julie Koppen, authorizing the Co-Chairs to develop a letter of support and to submit it to the City. The motion was approved on a unanimous vote.

3. Metropolitan KC Climate Action Coalition (CAC) – The CAC is a regional initiative which is an off-shoot of the Drawdown workshop held in December 2018 primarily addressing regional elected officials and their involvement in reducing global warming. A number of elected officials and staff of various cities, MARC and others are planning a climate summit on September 14, 2019 which will be open to elected officials, businesses, the public, etc. It is hoped there will be in place by that date a regional climate action plan including adaptation and mitigation. Dennis Murphey was asked to send a copy of an e-mail from the hosts – Lindsey Constance, Councilmember, Shawnee, and Michael Kelly, Mayor, Roeland Park, to Julie Koppen.
4. Show Me Green Sales Tax Holiday is coming up the week of April 19-25, 2019. A request for an ordinance authorizing the City’s participation will be heard on February 14, 2019. The ordinance will authorize the City Clerk to send a letter of participation to the State of Missouri which must be received no later than 45 days in advance of the implementation date. This, in turn, gives the State sufficient time to notify all businesses of City participation and so they can eliminate taxes on purchase of designated ENERGY STAR® appliances in that week. Last year the City of KCMO and all four surrounding counties participated.

5. Board of Parks & Recreation – Yesterday, the Board approved a contract with BTG to operate a recycling center in Pleasant Valley Park north of the river.

6. The City’s budget document is to be published this week. The first public hearing will be February 19,2019 with others scheduled through early March.  
7. A resolution supported by the Citizens Climate Lobby for a national carbon fee and dividend may be on the Council docket tomorrow. It is sponsored by CW Shields.

8. Dennis reported he will be retiring June 1, 2019.

9. A neighborhoods oriented mayoral forum will be held at the Mohart Center on March 4, 2019 at 6:00 pm.
F. EMC Planning – Annual Report – Carol Adams led the discussion. UMKC Prof. Jacob Wagner is in attendance to participate in this discussion. The gist of the discussion was that progress on drafting the annual report needs to be made quickly. Carol Adams shared a list of ideas for discussion (see handout). Various elements of the proposed draft were discussed.
Jensen Adams will help address stormwater funding issues

Nathan Madden will help address roadway funding issues

Many outstanding questions remain about a number issues including: how best to evaluate the effectiveness of code enforcement and possible periodic reviews; addressing equity issues; other issues.
